60 photographs from Nickolas Muray's archive trace the period from 1937 to 1948 in which a ‘not only 

professional’ relationship continued between the two artists, illustrated by the love letters between Nickolas and 

Frida on display, exciting testimonies of strength and vitality of the unfortunate Mexican artist. 

Introduced by a multimedia reproduction that traces the incident that directed Frida's life in a precise direction 

from which she tried to deviate throughout her existence. 
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
